TOWN BOARD MEETING

JANUARY 22, 2015

Chairperson Hill called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. in the Town Board Room at the Town Hall.

Compo made a motion to approve the minutes of the previous meeting.  Second by Gerard.  Motion carried.

Gerard made a motion to approve the current vouchers in the amount of $ 150,451.17 (Check #'s 40072 –40096)  to pay payroll and due bills and electronic payments in the amount of $ 5,519.85.  Second by Sunnarborg.  Motion carried.
December receipts in the amount of  $ 709,840.45 and December fund balances were reviewed.

Discussion was held on the removal of snow from the walking trail on W. Highway 61.  The Town originally agreed to participate in the building of the trail as a 3-season trail with no snow removal.  Currently the snow is being removed by unknown volunteers.

Discussion was held on the 2015 Friend of Animals contract for animal control services.  The revised contract has been received.  There has been an issue with the licensing and pickup records not being provided to the Town.  A motion was made by Sunnarborg with a second by Janke to approve the contract as presented.  Motion carried with 4 yeas and 1 nay (Gerard).  Peleski with notify Friends of Animals that the records must be provided by April 1, 2015 or the Town will look at ending the contract.
The draft of the Electronic Sign Ordinance was reviewed.  A motion was made by Janke to schedule a public hearing for the ordinance on Thursday, February 19 at 7:00 p.m.  Second by Gerard.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Janke to approve a summary of the ordinance for publication.  Second by Gerard.  Motion carried. 

A budget meeting will be held on Tuesday, February 24 at 6:00 p.m.

Gerard reported on the first meeting of the Duluth Urban Watershed Advisory Council.

Sunnarborg reported on Road and Bridge activities.  A new motor has been installed on the steamer.  There are some stop signs that are in need of replacement that will be replaced.  

Compo reported that Carlton County EMS will have additional money to be used for reimbursement of expenses.

Esko Community Development Corporation will hold a meeting on Wednesday, January 28.

A motion to adjourn was made at 7:21 p.m. by Janke with a second by Sunnarborg.  Motion carried.
