MINUTES
TOWN BOARD MEETING

FEBRUARY 5, 2015

Chairperson Hill called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. in the Town Board Room at the Town Hall.

Sunnarborg made a motion to accept the minutes of the previous meeting with a change.  Second by Compo.  Motion carried.
Compo made a motion to approve the current vouchers in the amount of $ 25,206.90, (Check #'s 40097 – 40138) to pay payroll and due bills and electronic payments in the amount of $ 6,116.19.  Second by Gerard.  Motion carried.
Joe Jurewicz from MSA was present to update the Board on the sewer lining project that has been completed.  The videos and inspection sheet records have been reviewed and he is recommending the contractor, Visu-Sewer, be paid in full.

Jurewicz also updated the Board on the progress made on the I & I / FOG report that will be submitted to WLSSD.
Discussion was held on recent interest from parties wanting to purchase lots in the Business Park.  A motion was made by Sunnarborg with a second by Compo to authorize Hill, Janke, Peleski and Pritchett (as needed) to negotiate sales on behalf of the Town Board.  Motion carried.  All final details will still need the approval of the full Town Board.  

Another heavy duty truck is available at the Minnesota Surplus Auction in Arden Heights. Previously the Board authorized the bidding of up to $ 15,000 on a truck on the Town’s behalf.  This truck will probably be sold at a higher bid amount.  A motion was made by Janke with a second by Compo to allow staff to bid up to $ 22,000 on the Town’s behalf.  Motion carried.
A request for a change to the Town’s zoning ordinance has been received.  A motion was made by Compo with a second by Gerard to refer the request to Planning and Zoning to schedule a public hearing.  Motion carried.

The Town has been approached by a local track coach who is looking into starting a summer youth track program.  When the 2014 levy was approved two years ago, additional funds were included for future recreation programs such as this.  He will be invited to the upcoming Joint Recreation meeting to discuss receiving some of those funds.
Hill reported on the recent Esko Community Development Corporation meeting.  That group will continue to meet as needed.

The Town currently doesn’t have a representative on the Carlton County Economic Development Board.  After discussion a motion was made by Gerard with a second by Compo to submit Ruth Janke’s name to the Carlton County Board of Commissions for approval.  Motion carried.  
A motion to adjourn was made at 7:15 p.m. by Compo with a second by Janke.  Motion carried.
