TOWN BOARD MEETING

FEBRUARY 19, 2015

Chairperson Hill called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. in the Town Board Room at the Town Hall.

Sunnarborg made a motion to approve the minutes of the previous meeting.  Second by Compo.  Motion carried.

Gerard made a motion to approve the current vouchers in the amount of $ 146,674.01 (Check #'s 40139 –40171) to pay payroll and due bills and electronic payments in the amount of $ 6,313.11.  Second by Janke.  Motion carried.
January receipts in the amount of $ 56,111.59 and January fund balances were reviewed.

Discussion was held on the routine maintenance of the fire trucks.  The Road and Bridge department will do the work.

Resolution # 15-01 ordering the repair or removal of hazardous conditions located at 5 Evelyn St. was presented.  A motion was made by Janke with a second by Sunnarborg to approve Resolution No. 15-01.  Resolution approved unanimously.  This will now be referred to legal to complete the process.

It has been discovered that there are parcels of land along I-35 that the State of Minnesota turned back to the Town after the completion of the I-35 construction.  This was referred to legal to further investigate how many parcels are involved and the process for returning ownership to adjoining property owners.

Pritchett presented the purchase agreement he wrote for the sale on two lots in the Business Park to Lohse Transfer.  A motion was made by Gerard with a second by Compo to approve the purchase agreement and to authorize Hill and Peleski to execute all documents needed to close the sale.  Motion carried.

A motion was made at 7:00 p.m.by Janke with a second by Sunnarborg to close the regular meeting and open the public hearing to discuss the proposed electronic sign ordinance.  Motion carried.  

No one was in attendance either for or against the proposed ordinance and no written comment was received.

A motion was made at 7:05 p.m.by Janke with a second by Compo to close the public hearing and reopen the regular meeting.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Compo with a second by Gerard to approve Ordinance No. 41, an ordinance regulating electronic signs and billboards in Town of Thomson.  Motion carried.  This ordinance will be in effect after its publication.  

Gerard reported on information he gathered from a meeting with a representative of Animal Allies in Duluth.  No further action was taken.
Compo reported that he has received the 2014 financial statement for the Esko Soccer Association.  A motion was made by Compo with a second by Sunnarborg to authorize payment of their Recreation Fund allocation in the amount of $ 1,500.  Motion carried.
A motion to adjourn was made at 7:28 p.m. by Janke with a second by Sunnarborg.  Motion carried.
