Chairperson Hill called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. in the Town Board Room at the Town Hall.

Janke made a motion to approve the minutes of the previous meeting.  Second by Gerard.  Motion carried.

Gerard made a motion to approve the current vouchers in the amount of $ 34,154.79 (Check #'s 41128 –41160) to pay payroll and due bills and electronic payments in the amount of $ 5,235.72.  Second by Janke.  Motion carried.
February receipts in the amount of $ 69,705.98 and February fund balances were reviewed.

Two residents from Gleason Road were present to discuss the condition of that road.  After discussing the lack of adequate ditching and crown on the road and viewing the pictures that were provided, the matter was referred to the road liaison and the road foreman.   
Eric Rish was present to update the Board on the Cloquet Area Fire District.  CAFD is moving forward with their request for a legislative change regarding bonding for facilities and equipment.   They are no longer requesting an increase to the ambulance service district levy limit.

A letter was received from MNDOT regarding the railroad crossing on East Harney Road.  This crossing has been chosen to be upgraded under the Minnesota Railroad – Highway Grade Crossing Safety Improvement Program.  This is a federally funded project and once it’s approved by FHWA it will be included in their 2018 projects.

A thank you was received from Carol Maki for the reimbursement for her mailbox that was damaged by the snow plow.

Discussion was held on improvements that are needed on W. Highway 61 by the Business Park.  This will be discussed further with the County Engineer.

Janke reported on Community Education upcoming events and the recent School Board meeting she attended.  

Hill, Peleski, and Jankofsky met recently to discuss a new park and trail ordinance.  Jankofsky is working on a draft of the ordinance.

Hill will be attending a meeting in Hermantown to discuss the feasibility of an area ATV trail system.

A motion to adjourn was made at 7:12 p.m. by Janke with a second by Gerard.  Motion carried.
