TOWN BOARD MEETING

APRIL 2, 2015

Chairperson Hill called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. in the Town Board Room at the Town Hall.

Janke made a motion to accept the minutes of the previous meeting.  Second by Gerard.  Motion carried.
Compo made a motion to approve the current vouchers in the amount of $ 59,029.36, (Check #'s 40239 – 40286) to pay payroll and due bills and electronic payments in the amount of $ 6,245.56.  Second by Gerard.  Motion carried.
Joe Jurewicz from MSA was present to discuss the findings from the recent televising of a section of sanitary sewer lines.  It appears there are no major issues in the areas that were looked at.  Discussion was also held on what areas that were previously televised would need to be repaired this year. 
An offer has been received for the sale of three lots in the business park.  After discussion a motion was made by Janke with a second by Compo to authorize Hill and Peleski to sign the purchase agreement and execute all documents necessary to close the transaction.  Motion carried.
The purchase agreement with Lohse Transfer has been signed for the sale of two business park lots.  A closing date has not yet been scheduled.

Eskomo Pizza Pies has presented their Carlton County application for the renewal of their liquor license.  A motion was made by Compo with a second by Gerard to give Town approval for this wine and 3.2 beer license with the same conditions as approved the previous year.  Motion carried. 

Friends of Animals have provided the statistics for animal pickups and licensing in Thomson Township for 2014.  They’ve also provided the information for the first quarter of 2015.  The payment for the second quarter of 2015 will be made at the next meeting.
David Black was present to report Road and Bridge Department activities.  With the nice weather, they are currently working on equipment maintenance.  Discussion was held on replacing the 1978 plow truck.  A motion was made by Gerard with a second by Compo to authorize Black and Peleski to work on specifications and financing options.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held on street sweeping.  Black will be calling contractors soon to obtain quotes.

Discussion was held on crack sealing.  Last year the Town spent $ 15,000 on this.  The Board would like to see how many miles of roads could be completed if the budget was increased.  Black will follow up on this.

Compo reported that the fire department has had a busy first quarter with emergency calls.

Discussion was held on a property located at 34 Himango Road.  When it was purchased by an investment company last year, the Town was told they’d be cleaning up the property.  Since that has not happened, the issue will be referred to legal to begin the condemnation process.

Peleski reported that the site visit for the 2014 audit is complete.  The full report should be received soon.
A motion to adjourn was made at 7:16 p.m. by Janke with a second by Gerard.  Motion carried.
