TOWN BOARD MEETING

JUNE 2, 2016

Chairperson Hill called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. in the Town Board Room at the Town Hall.

Gerard made a motion to approve the minutes of the previous meeting with one correction.  Second by Sunnarborg.  Motion carried.
Sunnarborg made a motion to approve the current vouchers in the amount of $ 25,145.50 (Check #’s 41287-41317) to pay payroll and due bills and electronic payments in the amount of $ 5,562.14.  Second by Gerard.  Motion carried. 
It’s been reported that one of the stormwater retention ponds in Esko on Midway seems to be eroding.  This will be referred to the Town engineer for follow-up. 
Discussion was also held on the culvert on Maple Drive that is eroding.  The DNR installed the culvert several years ago.   The engineer will also be asked to look at that issue.

The 2015 audited financial statement is complete.  Copies were passed out for the Board to review

A quote was received from Hunt Electric for the wiring needed at the fire hall for the generator that was purchased from the City of Duluth.   This was tabled until other quotes are obtained.

The police committee met recently to discuss the options for law enforcement in the Town. The committee’s recommendation is to contract with Carlton County for a full-time deputy.  After further discussion a motion was made by Gerard with a second by Sunnarborg to authorize the police committee to move forward with developing a three year agreement with the Carlton County Sheriff’s Department.  Motion carried.
A draft of the new Park and Trail Ordinance has been reviewed.  A motion was made by Compo with a second by Gerard to schedule a public hearing for July 21, 2016 at 7:00 p.m., and approve the ordinance summary for publication.  Motion carried. 

Discussion was held on parking on the road in the business park.  Gerard will visit Lohse Transfer and confirm when the trucks will be moved off the road.
Pritchett updated the Board on the sale of four lots in the business park to Old Dominion Freight Line.

Discussion was held on blacktopping in 2016.  Sunnarborg will speak to the road foreman.

A second quote has been received for landscaping at the Town Hall.  The project was already awarded so no action was taken.

The installation of the new playground equipment at Northridge Park will begin on July 6.

It was questioned about whose responsibility it is to clean up after a fire department training burn on E. Palkie Road.  It is the property owner’s responsibility.
A motion to adjourn was made at 7:31 p.m. by Sunnarborg with a second by Compo.  Motion carried.
