TOWN BOARD MEETING

JUNE 16, 2016

Vice-chairperson Janke called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. in the Town Board Room at the Town Hall.

Sunnarborg made a motion to approve the minutes of the previous meeting.  Second by Compo.  Motion carried.

Gerard made a motion to approve the current vouchers in the amount of $ 81,926.05 (Check #'s 41318 –41349) to pay payroll and due bills and electronic payments in the amount of $ 5,056.87.  Second by Sunnarborg.  Motion carried.
May receipts in the amount of $ 38,349.19 and May fund balances were reviewed.

Two residents from Larson Lane were present to discuss a driveway that was to be abandoned when the Riverwood Subdivision was developed in 2007.   Jankofsky summarized a letter that was received from one of the residents and the 2007 letter from the Town’s MSA engineer to the owner of the residence using the driveway in question.  The Board then discussed the different options and whether the current resident should be allowed to continue to use the driveway.  Discussion was held on installing a locked gate at the driveway so it could only be used when needed and not as the primary entrance and exit.  Discussion was held on who would bear the cost of the gate and where it could be placed.
After further discussion a motion was made by Compo with a second by Sunnarborg to install a gate on the driveway in question.  Motion carried with 3 ayes and one nay (Gerard).  Still to be worked out is the location of the gate and who’s responsible for paying for it.
Joe Jurewicz from MSA updated the Board on the sewer extension on E. Highway 61.  The project is almost complete and will be tested on Friday.
Discussion was held on the stormwater retention pond on Molly Lane.  It’s still to be determined as to who is responsible for the repairs.  It is also being determined who’s responsible for the repairs to a culvert on Maple Drive that was installed by the DNR.  Both issues were referred to legal counsel.

A transient vendor license application was presented for issuance.   Kadri Oviir with Southwestern Advantage has applied to sell educational materials door to door.  After review, a motion was made by Compo with a second by Sunnarborg to approve the license with the condition that the hours of operation are limited to 9:00 am to 7:00 pm, Monday thru Friday.  Motion carried.

An Erickson Road resident was present to voice his frustration with the process used to determine property values. 
Discussion was held on the 2015 audited financial statement which was completed by Wipfli, LLC.   A motion was made by Compo with a second by Gerard to accept the 2015 audited financial statement.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held on possible blacktopping and overlay projects that could be done this year.  
Janke reported that the new WLSSD pump station on W. Riverside Road is now in operation.

Compo reported that delivery of the new pumper truck is pushed back to September because of a change to some of the equipment.

A motion to adjourn was made at 7:50 p.m. by Sunnarborg with a second by Gerard.  Motion carried.
