MINUTES
TOWN BOARD MEETING

JULY 21, 2016

Vice-chairperson Janke called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. in the Town Board Room at the Town Hall.

Gerard made a motion to approve the minutes of the previous meeting.  Second by Janke.  Motion carried.

A motion to approve Pay Applications # 1 and # 2 from Veit Construction was made by Compo with a second by Gerard.  Motion carried.

Gerard made a motion to approve the current vouchers in the amount of $ 223,681.97 (Check #'s 41394 –41425) to pay payroll and due bills and electronic payments in the amount of $ 5,006.44.  Second by Compo.  Motion carried.
June receipts in the amount of $ 47,205.38 and June fund balances were reviewed.

With the State minimum wage increasing on August 1, 2016, the election judge wages will need to be increased.  A motion was made by Compo with a second by Gerard to approve an increase in election judge wages to $ 10.00 per hour.  Motion carried with Janke abstaining.

A motion was made by Compo with a second by Gerard to approve the Cable Commission Franchise agreement with the Cities of Cloquet, Carlton and Scanlon.  Motion carried.
A motion was made by Compo with a second by Gerard to approve the Fire Department hiring of Nathan Dallmann and Morgan Pera, retroactive to April 2, 2015.  Motion carried.

Joe Jurewicz from MSA was present to update the Board on his projects.  The video from the recent sewer cleaning and televising is being reviewed.  That report should be ready soon.
It’s been determined that the stormwater retention pond on Molly Lane is the Town’s responsibility.  Plans for repair will move forward.

The results from the annual inflow / infiltration and FOG report to WLSSD have been received.  The Town was found to be in compliance with both.

A motion was made at 7:00 p.m. by Gerard with a second by Compo to adjourn the regular meeting and convene the public hearing for the new Parks and Trails Ordinance # 40.  Motion carried.
No one was present to speak either for or against the proposed ordinance.

It was noted that motorized vehicles are not allowed on the trail, including golf carts.
A draft of the ordinance was sent to both the Carlton County Sheriff’s Department and the Esko Public School.  Neither requested any changes.

A motion was made at 7:05 by Compo with a second by Gerard to adjourn the public hearing and reconvene the regular meeting.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Gerard with a second by Compo to approve the passing of Ordinance # 40, Regulating Conduct and Activities in Parks, Trail and Public Areas of Thomson Township.  Motion carried.   This ordinance will be in effect after publication in the Town’s legal newspaper on July 28, 2016.
A motion was made by Compo with a second by Gerard to approve an extension to the closing date on the purchase agreement with Old Dominion Freight to August 12, 2016.  Motion carried.
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A motion was made by Gerard with a second by Compo to approve the appointment of additional election judges.  Motion carried.  

Discussion was held on the status of the gate to be installed on Larson Lane.   Compo will get an estimate for the cost of the gate.
Compo reported that the Fire Department is still waiting for a second estimate for the installation of a generator at the fire hall.

Janke requested that times be scheduled to meet with applicants for positions on the Planning and Zoning Commission and the Board of Adjustments and Appeals.

The road repairs on West Riverside Road have been completed.

An estimate has been requested from a contractor for the work needed on Harmony Lane.

Discussion was held on adding another full time position on the road crew.  Peleski and David Black will review the job description for further discussion in the future.
Black is working with Carlton County to have a 100’ extension on each town road intersecting with West Stark Road be added to their blacktopping project on W. Stark Road.
It’s been reported that the mound system has been installed at 93 E. Highway 61 and the sanitary sewer line will soon be capped off.
Work has begun on preparing East Stark Road for blacktopping next year.

The dedication of the Colten Robertson Memorial Playground was held on July 16 at Northridge Park.

A motion to adjourn was made at 7:36 p.m. by Compo with a second by Gerard.  Motion carried.
