TOWN BOARD MEETING

SEPTEMBER 15, 2016

Vice-chairperson Janke called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. in the Town Board Room at the Town Hall.

Gerard made a motion to approve the minutes of the previous meeting.  Second by Compo.  Motion carried.

Compo made a motion to approve the current vouchers in the amount of $ 43,741.76 (Check #'s 41523 –41557) to pay payroll and due bills and electronic payments in the amount of $ 6,614.77.  Second by Compo.  Motion carried.
August receipts in the amount of $ 238,159.78 and August fund balances were reviewed.

Joe Jurewicz from MSA was present to present the results from the recent bid opening for paving in the Business Park.   Four bids were received.  Northland Constructors submitted the low bid in the amount of $ 160,210.  
A motion was made by Compo with a second by Gerard to award the project to Northland Constructors.  Motion carried.
Pam Sarvela from Minnesota Energy Resources was present to provide an update on their plans to bring natural gas service to the Town.   New legislation now allows them to spread a portion of project costs over all of their customers which will make the project more affordable for new customers.  The new gas line tap will be installed about 5 miles north of the Town and follow Canosia Road.  It is hoped that construction will begin in spring 2017 and customers will have natural gas for the heating season 2017-2018.  They are awaiting final approval from the Minnesota Utility Commission.
An application to place a single-wide manufactured home on property located on Jay Cooke Road has been received from Nathan Murto.  After review, a motion was made by Gerard with a second by Compo to approve the application pending proper building permits are obtained and electric, septic and well are properly installed.  Motion carried
Gerard noted that there is a broken guardrail on the Marks Road Bridge.  He’ll follow up with the road foreman.
Janke reported on a meeting that was held at WLSSD to take input on their amended Inflow and Infiltration (I & I) ordinance.  The amended ordinance would require that an I & I inspection be done before a property can be listed for sale.  A subcommittee will be formed to further review the proposed ordinance changes.
Compo reported that the new fire pumper truck is still being built.  He also reported that no other quotes have been received for wiring the fire hall for a generator.  Hunt Electric will be contacted to do the work.

A motion to adjourn was made at 7:11 p.m. by Gerard with a second by Compo.  Motion carried.
