TOWN BOARD MEETING

SEPTEMBER 17, 2015

Chairperson Hill called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. in the Town Board Room at the Town Hall.
Janke made a motion to approve the minutes from the August 11, 2015 emergency meeting of the Town Board; second by Gerard.  Motion carried.

Gerard made a motion to approve the minutes of the September 3, 2015 regular meeting of the Town Board; second by Compo.  Motion carried.

Compo made a motion to approve the current vouchers in the amount of $ 44,977.76 (Check #'s 40662-40690) to pay payroll and due bills and electronic payments in the amount of $ 6,456.98.  Second by Gerard.  Motion carried.
August receipts in the amount of $ 179,047.72 and August fund balances were reviewed.

A motion was made by Janke with a second by Gerard to approve a proposal from Randall Brothers Heating to install larger filters on the Town Hall heating system.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Compo with a second by Gerard to approve the lease agreement with Cloquet Area Fire District for a smart board at the fire hall.  Motion carried.   CAFD was able to purchase the smart boards with the money they were awarded from the Bush Foundation.  

A motion was made by Janke with a second by Gerard to approve the agreement with Wipfli, LLC to complete the 2015 financial audit.  Motion carried. 
Joe Jurewicz from MSA was present to update the Board on projects in the Town.  Erkkila Road has not been striped yet.   He is in contact with Ulland Brothers regarding extending the blacktop an additional 1600 feet south.  He hopes to negotiate a lower price per ton for the additional work.
Jurewicz also visited Larson Lane.  A driveway that was to be abandoned but continues to be used could be barricaded with trees or boulders.
Discussion was held on the mapping of culverts on Town roads.  Jurewicz hopes to be able to apply for a STAR grant thru the DNR soon.

Jurewicz has also been working with a property owner to determine the feasibility of connecting his property to the sewer line for future development.
Discussion was held on the current arrangement with the Carlton County Sheriff’s Department for additional patrols.

Gerard would like to request the support of the Carlton County Board of Commissioners to get a federal exemption to allow logging trucks on I-35.  A letter will be drafted.
A motion to adjourn was made at 7:05 p.m. by Janke with a second by Compo.  Motion carried.
