TOWN BOARD MEETING

OCTOBER 1, 2015

Chairperson Hill called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. in the Town Board Room at the Town Hall.

Compo made a motion to accept the minutes of the previous meeting.  Second by Hill.  Motion carried.
Sunnarborg made a motion to approve the current vouchers in the amount of $ 89,682.67, (Check #'s 40691 – 40731) to pay payroll and due bills and electronic payments in the amount of $ 5,859.36.  Second by Compo.  Motion carried.
A list of tax forfeit land that Carlton County would like to include in an upcoming land sale was received from the county land department.  A motion was made by Compo with a second by Sunnarborg to approve the sale of the two parcels listed in Thomson Township.  Motion carried.  
Discussion was held on the possibility of hiring an intern from Fond du Lac Community College to assist in marking the culverts on the town’s roads.  The exact locations need to be given to MSA so they can include them in the Town’s GIS system.   It is hoped that the Town can apply for a STAR Grant thru the DNR to cover the costs.  A motion was made by Sunnarborg with a second by Compo to work with the Fond du Lac instructor to hire a student intern for the amount discussed.  Motion carried.
A Paso Fino Road resident was present to discuss a letter he submitted to the Board encouraging them to work to find adequate internet service for the rural areas of the township.  Carlton County is currently working on improving internet service county-wide.  The Town has a representative on that committee.   This will be discussed again in the future.
A motion was made by Sunnarborg with a second by Compo to approve Ulland Change Order # 1 to extend the paving project on Korby Road an additional 1600’.  Motion carried.

A letter was received from County Assessor, Marci Moreland, informing the Board that she needs a decision from them on whether they want to resume the Board of Appeal and Equalization duties or continue to have the County Commissions act as that Board.  This will be tabled until there is a full Town Board present.
A agreement has been received from Carlton County Sheriff’s Department.  The agreement outlines what services the Town expects from them at this time as well as emergency contact names and numbers.  A motion was made by Compo with a second by Sunnarborg to approve the agreement pending a review by legal counsel.  Motion carried. Peleski will then complete the form and return it to them.

Discussion was held on the damage being done to W. Riverside Road because of construction on the new WLSSD sewer plant.  

It was noted that there’s a tree by the Midway River Bridge that obstructs the view when coming out of Northridge Park.  This will be passed on to the County.

Discussion was held on hydrant flushing.  Compo will provide Peleski with the proposal he received.

Discussion was held on law enforcement.  No further action taken at this time while the options are being evaluated.
A motion to adjourn was made at 7:24 p.m. by Sunnarborg with a second by Compo.  Motion carried.
